We conclude on Saturday, November 6 with a practice and a closing circle with Angela, followed by a group lunch at Manolis 
Restaurant on the sea.   Monday through Friday there is a 3 hour morning class for asana and movement, and a 2 hour evening class for 
restoration, breath and meditation, 
Panselino’s Hotel is walking distance to the Yoga Hall and provides good rooms with heating possibilities; with restaurant for meals.  
Lela’s House (apartments and studios) is also within walking distance to the Yoga Hall.  The Village of Molivos is a short taxi ride away 
for further lodging and restaurant options.
